3. Special Guest : Denise Milne Senior Manager Children’s Mental Health

a. FASD – 10 yr Strategic Plan; we are currently going through the yr 5 evaluation 

b. Yr 5 is the baseline, there will be a year 7 and year 10 evaluation as well. 

c. The Cross Ministry Committee (CMC) has morphed as the government has changed.

d. There are many research projects under the 9 different outcomes from the 5 Year Evaluation which is creating interest and movement in research within FASD.

e. The final report is dude Nov 30, 2012.

f. It has been an uphill battle keeping FASD in the fore front of Children’s Mental Health.

g. There is an FASD CMC report this will hopefully be done at the end of February, 2012.

h. There will be a provincial conference next year in Edmonton for FASD

i. Institute of Health Economics – published 3 books on FASD in recent years.

j. Egon Jonssen (IHE) - Looking at two consensus development conferences on Legal (Canadian Bar Association) and Prevention (cost savings of preventing FASD).

k. The is lots of momentum in the legal system right now with FASD and we need to run with it

l. The learning series videos keep growing – on average there are over 300 people who are generally attending not only from Alberta but the Southern states as well as Europe & Australia.

i. There are 10 sessions in this fiscal year

m. There is a strategic planning day for the CMC on March 1. Many different network coordinators and other people working in the FASD field have been invited. Planning on looking at the sustainability.

n. The government is always looking for success stories; that is where the money will come from. 

o. The success stories will keep helping FASD to stay “up” on the priority list.

p. Government is going to results based funding so we need to prove the value is there.

i. Denise P - Universal Prevention not just targeted and indicated prevention. Lost the trainer position. *Take to the network communications meetings

ii. Denise P - Parents often call seeking “workshops” to learn about FASD

iii. Will be brought up at the provincial face to face FASD meeting

iv. Nadine – Young Offenders reaching age 18, huge issue. Living in missions/on streets. There is no housing with supports. Young adults are knowingly offending to be put in jail so they have a warm place to sleep and food to eat. Kids are afraid of the YES

v. Colleen – also a huge problem with youth who aren’t involved with the systems.

vi. We need longer term mentoring programs for people coming out on the institutions

vii. Marilee - Edmonton John Howard just got a new contract with 24-30 beds, they just got a new building to do transitioning housing ages 26-24. 

viii. Marilee - Mustard Seed just also got a new building. It is closer to NAIT. Will be starting in the next month or so.
